July leads up to a quiet month for us as we have no meetings throu gh
August but work will still be going on in the background. We are looking at
the possibilities of increasing car parking facilities in the village to reduce
the way that Wheeler's Lane becomes a one-way street during term time
and the pressure put on Centenary Hall parking, particularly when there
are functions held at the hall.

CHANGES TO LOCAL BUS SERVICES

o o

Surrey County Council are in the process of finalising the detail of the
changesto local bus servicesin Surrey. Thesechanges will come into effect
from 29 August 2015. The main decisions which affect us in Smallfield and
Burstow are:

1. The 526/7 bus will no longer come to Smallfield. The residue of its route
will be renumbered 26 and it will generally run at 90 minute intervals.

2. The 424 will continue to run hourly Monday to Saturday and it will take
a different route between Copthorne and Crawley to go to some of the
places the 526/7 used to cover.

The routes and frequency have been decided but the times at which the 424
will come through Smallfield are not yet (17 July) decided.

THE STORY OF HORLEY'S ARCHWAY THEATRE

When the London Brighton and South Coast Railway opened the current
Horley Station on the last day of 1905 who could foresee that the arches
under the steep approach road from the town would become a thrivi ng
theatre complex?

The arches have had various uses over the years including war tim e Civil
Defence traini ng. A visit to a tabletennis match in one of the arches by
Arthur Clermont and John Dilly of Horl ey Centra | Players gave them
an idea: the main arch felt like a theatre so why not turn it into one?

The Archway Theatre was created in an Arch rented from the Community
Association: the premiseswere not licenced for plays and it proved easier
to get permission for a Theatre Club then a public theatre. In 1952 the
Constitutional Club hosted the Central Players 50th production (A
Midsummer Night's Dream) and later that year the first play was
performed in the Archway Theatre.

Whilst the Archway celebrated its 60th birthday in 2012, for a large part of
its existence it was home to two separate companies: the other group was
St Barts Player s. Their first production Rob of the Forest was presented
in 1951 at the Empire Hall, Horley and in 1952 Babesin the Wood was put
on at the Constitut ional Club Hall. The Archway have presented an annual
pantomime ever since.

The Community Asscciation did not renew its lease with British Rail in
1955, so Central Players negotiated a 21 year lease on five of the arches.
Thesewere redecorated and and converted to permanent theatre use by the
Company, and seats were purchased from the old Gaiety Theatre in
London. In October 1956 the Archway Theatre reopened with Ibsen's
Hedda Garbler.

Barts performed their first play on the Archway stage in 1957 which then
became their home theatre. They became firmly established as a fellow
Company at the Archway Theatre, each performimg 5 productions a year
‘underneath the arches'.

In 197, Horley Central Players Ltd signed a 12 year leasewith British Rail.
In 1980 it was decided Horl ey Central Players Ltd would changeits name
to Arch way Theatre Company Ltd comprising two divisions: Horl ey
Central Players and Barts Players - both divisions still responsible for their
own productions.

British Rail Property Board and HCP started to negotiate a new lease, the
Railway demanding a large rent increasefor the arches: an enlarged theatre
company could provide a stronger financial position, though the rent could
only be met if the Theatre's capacity could be increased, purchasing extra
land behind the auditorium arch (with the Railway's agreement) and
raising money to pay for building costs.

On 1st January 1987 the newly merged Archway Theatre Company was
formed, with a 32-year lease. The first production was Goldilocks and the
Three Bears. Eric Jordan drew up plans for the present Theatre. To
increase seating capacity to 95 seats, the auditorium was turned throu gh
180 degreesand a new stage built outside the Arches. Instru mental in this
conversion were David White (Chairman), Arthur Claremont (Seaetary)
and Peter Gwynne (Treasurer).

The Theatre had capital, raised funds, and borrowed £36,000 from
Barclays Bank; repayable over 6 years (but paid off in 5!).

On Saturday 7th March 1987 the old theatre closed with Desperate Hours.
After heroic efforts by Mitchells the builders and company members, on
Tuesday 22nd May the new theatre opened with Scapino. Disaster nearly
struck that evening: beer for the new bar arrived only 1 hour before Curtain
Upl.

In the early nineties a youth workshop was formed, which has provided a
foundation of traini ng for our adult members. The workshop is still thrivi ng
today with a membership of over 80 young people under the stewardship of
Jaquie Redfern.

In April 1997 She Stoops to Conquer was the 100th production in the
enlarged theatre. The play had been performed in 1965 and two of the
origi nal cast, Miles Beauchamp and David White, played the fathers of their
earlier roles!.

The Archway's Millenium Projed in 2000 trnsformed the arch nearest the
railway station into a large function room (it already had a sprung floor),
and created a working Studio Theatre space. The Theatre's 50th
anniversary was marked by a Gala Night during the run of Cabaret in 2002.

By 2009 the Archway's Expansion Projed had bricked in an 'open' arch,
joining up the Studio with the main Theatre arches and creating offices,
workspaces and additional dressing rooms: in 2010 we had truly become a
‘Theatre Complex'.

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The theatre goesfrom strength to strength, hosting many and varied events
including the Annual Conference of the Littl e Theatre Guild in May 2006.
It's atestament to the vision and enthusiasm of its members and patrons,
all of whom are volunteers, that the Archway is a hive of activity for most
days of the week.

The Theatre company (whose patron we are honoured to say is local
resident Dame Judi Dench) presents 10 main house productions eachyear
for 10 performances each over a 2 week period. The choice of productions
is wide and varied and in 2012, for instance, included works by William
Shakespeare, Martin McDonagh, Alan Ayckbourne, Alan Bennett and
Arthur Miller. The Studio Theatre presents an average of 6 varied
productions per annum for 3 nights.

The Archway has a club Membership in excess of 600, paying £10 per
annum and a Company Membership of approx 180 paying £30 (the latter
being "active members"). For further information and to purchase tickets
please visit the Theatre's excellent website www.archwaytheatre.co.uk
Tickets are priced at £8.50 for members and £10 for nonmembers. In
addition the Box Office is open every Saturday morning from 10.30am to
1130am for personal callers. We embrace and welcome new members and
provide a very active, friendly and social environment. We look forward to
welcoming you "Underneath the Arches".

WORKING TOGETHER TO CRACK DOWN ON
FLYTIPPING

Tandridge District Council has joined forces with Reigate and Banstead
Borough Council and Mole Valley District Council to crack down on
flytipping, which cost Tandridge £58,211 last year. All three councils are
pooling their experience, resourcesand knowledge to take a more proactive
approach to this increasing problem. This includes using new technology
and legislation, as well as stop and search days when motorists and
vehicles will be checked by officers from the Department for Work and
Pensions, DVLA, DVSA (formerly VOSA), the Environment Agency,
Trading Standards and the UK Visas and Imm igrations service, as well as
council enforcement officers.

Residents can help by making sure anyone who collects waste from their
home is properly licensed. The Environment Agency has a public register
of waste carriers on its website www.gov.uk/find-registered-wast e-carrier
or call 03708 506 506.

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THE WAY IT WAS NO 14
Bits and Pieces

Our pastimes varied, we would ask Arthur Putt the blacksmith to make us a
hoop, it cost 6d, but needed constant beating with a wooden stick to
maintain a straight line rolling speed, for another few pence he would make
a pusher which was a double bent length of iron that hooked over the
rolling hoop sothat it only neededpushing and saveda lot of whacking. We
preferred a stick, sticks were plentiful in the hedgerows.

Roller skating down the centre of a road was great. Bows and arrows were
always popular. Our sexeducation was learned the old fashioned way, show
me yours and Il E nothing was ever explained, the usual comment was
that babies were delivered by the stork, funny how this mystery bird went
to some houses many times and others not at all. We smoked woodbine
fags bought from slot machines on the outsides of shops and garages, the
packets were coloured green and were 5 for 2d.

We would place a parcel in the road and tie string to it then be ready to pull
it away when someonestopped to pick it up. If someone was on a bicycle we
would throw a small piece of metal at the bike so it made a tinkle sound and
the rider would stop and look for it. Making up an empty parcel and adding
someone's address then watching it being delivered was often done.
Bonfires were lovely and smelly, especially if there was a tyre to burn !

Some of us had catapults and we usedto aim pebbles at the white dollieson
telegraph poles. There were no outstanding unlawful village characters but
Syd Mitc hell working as one of Henry Kings undertakers was known to stop
at a pub while on his way with a silent delivery.

The Plough pub had its faithful visitors, Mr Butt from Welling Farm a very
stout and elderly man was always accompanied by his very lean wife, on the
way to the pub he always pushed his bicycle but was never seenridin g it.
After closing time both would be seen returning home, she holding tight to
him and he holding tight to his bicycle.

Ditches were wonderful places, reflections, sounds, movement, tadpoles in
seasm, sticklebacks, minnows, banks of primroses, violets, somewhere to
hide, somewhere to explore, somewhere to float things. Perfect for small
boys !
